Delaware’s racetracks feature
a variety of horse- and auto-rac-
ing events.

Dover Downs’ Dover Inter-
national Speedway also hosts
two NASCAR race weekends
each year on its high-banked,
1-mile concrete oval. All three
racing facilities also feature slot
machines and off-track betting
for gaming enthusiasts. Dela-
ware International Speedway
in Delmar features exciting dirt
track racing of sprint cars, modi-
fieds and late models, from April
through November, while the
U.S. 13 Dragway, on the same site,
hosts drag racing events.
